Illegal or Contraband Goods and Services

The term “illegal or contraband goods and services" means dealing in any goods or undertaking any services
which is subject to prohibition or restriction under the law of the Country.
The illegal or contraband goods and services also include any other item/services notified as prohibited for
trading from time to time.

o Wild life including its products and endangered species of plants and animals whether live or dead

e Specified Live birds and animals

o  Wild animals, their parts and products

e Exotic birds except a few specified ones

e Import of beef in any form and products containing beef in any form.

e Specified Sea shells

e Human skeleton

e Reptiles skin

e Sexdetermination kits

e Import of mobile handsets without IMEI number or with all zeros IMEI and CDMA mobile phones
without electronic serial number (ESN)/Mobile equipment Identifier (MEID) or with all zeros as
ESN/MEID.

e No person shall alter, obliterate or deface any inscription or mark made or recorded by the
manufacturer on the container, label or wrapper of any products

e Any other item as notified from time to time
